Waiver and Medical Forms: 

Waiver and medical consent forms are required for all participants.  These forms will be forwarded at a 

later date. 

 

Competition Format: 

As per GCG rules. 

Men’s – 15min general format followed by warm up/compete on each apparatus.  Warm up time based 

on 1min per athlete (ie. 6 athletes in a rotation will receive 6mins warm up time) 

Women’s – 15min general warm up 

Vault/Bars/Floor – Block time based on 90secs per athlete. (Levels 5-8 max 5min on floor, Level 9-10 

max 8mins on floor) 

Beam – warm up 2, compete, 90secs per athlete levels 5-8, 2mins for athletes level 9-10 

 

Awards: 

In each category, the top three all around gymnasts will receive medals, with ribbons going to fourth to 

eighth .  The winner on each event will receive a gold medal. The next seven places will receive ribbons. 

 

Judge and Coach Meals: 

There will be a hospitality room for judges and coaches on site at the venue.  Please indicate on the 

registration form if any of the judges have food allergies or dietary restrictions. 

 

Canteen: 

There is a canteen available at the venue. 

 

Athletes Banquet and Activities: 

The athlete banquet will take place at the venue with fun activities to follow.  Athletes will have to 

option of bowling or a DJ and games in the banquet hall. 

 

Judges and Coaches Social: 

Adult social will take place at The Oval (inside the venue).  Meal will be provided with a cash bar on site 

and entertainment.
